If you haven’t logged into WhatPub before and ticked the Remember me box, you will be directed to a login page
which uses your national CAMRA login. Enter your membership number and password and optionally “Remember
me” before clicking Login to continue. Selecting “Remember me” skips this step in future.

To add a comment or pint price click “Show advanced options” if
the fields aren’t already visible. An example comment might be “No real ale at time of visit; sold out, more due on
soon” to help explain a score of 0 in a pub thought to usually sell real ale.

Once you click “Submit Score” the title “Submit a beer score” briefly changes to “Submitting” and “Score submitted!”
before changing to “Submit another score”, which allows you to submit another score for the same visit (but
complete the other fields before clicking it again).
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
